300-400 WATT POWER HEAD
Chopper operates on 220-240V~50/60Hz
electrical power. Never allow the power




head to become wet, especially when
plugged into an electrical outlet.

WARNING: the power head should never
be immersed in water or any other liquid.

1. Place the bowl on a clean, dry, level
surface.



2. Holding the blade by the shaft. Place it
onto the spindle pin inside the bowl.

3. Add the ingredients to be processed into

4. Place the cover onto the top of the bowl.
5. Place the power head on top of the cover
making sure that it is securely in place. Do
not attempt to operate the appliance
without the cover in place.
6. To start the appliance, press on the
On/Off Pulse button located on the top of
the power head.

Check that the plug is securely inserted
into the electrical outlet.

Food is unevenly chopped:
Either you are chopping too much food at
one time, or the pieces are not small
enough. Try cutting the food into smaller
pieces of even size and processing smaller
amounts per batch.

Food is chopped too fine or is too watery:
The food has been over processed. Use
brief pulses or process for shorter time. Let
blades stop completely between pulses.
